	Stated that colonies could only purchase goods from British merchants on British ships
	Began to smuggle goods from other countries
	Set up patrol ships along American coast

	Proclamation of 1763
	Stated that colonist could not move beyond the Appalachian Mts. even though they had just fought the French and Indians for this right.
	Moved there anyway
	Sent troops to guard the “Proclamation Line”

	French and Indian War
	War fought between the British and the French, who were aided by the Native Americans.  This war cost the British a great deal of money, so Parliament began to tax colonists, mainly on imported goods.
	Much resentment in colonies.
	Felt as though England had every right to tax the colonies because the colonies had benefited greatly from the war.

	Sugar Act—1764
	Placed tax on sugar, wines, coffee, and molasses
	Smuggling goods
	British ships began patrolling the American coast.  Smugglers caught were tried on British ships with no juries.



	Stamp Act--1765
	Forced colonists to purchase stamps to place on printed materials:  newspapers, pamphlets, contracts, wills, etc.


	Protests, then organized the Stamp Act Congress in which colonies sent representatives to organize protests.  This Congress organized an official boycott of all English goods. 

 (NO TAXATION WITHOUT REPRESENTATION)


	British merchants began losing money due to the boycott, so they pleaded with Parliament to repeal the Stamp Act.  This act was repealed in March of 1766. 



	Quartering Act—1765


	Required colonists to provide housing and supplies for soldiers patrolling the Proclamation line.


	more protests
	Ignored protests

	Townshend Acts—1767


	Another round of tariffs placed on American imports:  lead, paper, point, glass, and tea


	more protests and boycotts, letters of protest sent to the King.  Two factions developed in the colonies:  the Loyalist or Tories and the Patriots.  The Sons of Liberty were formed to enforce the boycott and to scare British officials.


	Nothing until after the Boston Massacre

	Boston Massacre--1770


	A mob (group of the Sons of Liberty) taunted a group of British soldiers and eventually threw rocks and snowballs.  This lead the British to return fire, killing 5 citizens.


	OUTRAGE.  Demanded that the soldiers be punished.
	 Repealed the Townshend Act, except the tax on tea.



	Boston Tea Party—1773


	In response to Britain’s law forcing Americans to purchase tea only from the East India Tea Company, a group from the Sons of Liberty, dressed as Mohawk Indians, dumped tea into the Boston Harbor.


	Very proud of this act
	OUTRAGE.  Passed the Intolerable Act.



	Intolerable Act—1774


	Parliament passed as series of laws to punish Boston for the Tea Party.  These included: 1) the port of Boston was closed until people paid for the damages, 2) Massachusetts could no longer have its own legislature, and 3) British soldiers were to be quartered in colonial homes.


	Colonial leaders called for each colony to send representatives to Philadelphia for a Continental Congress.
	

	First Continental Congress—1774


	Every colony except Georgia sent representatives to discuss solutions.  The Congress wrote letter of grievances to the King, and set up an Association to force a boycott .  
	Imports fell to almost nothing
others burned British goods, held town rallies, burned King George in effigy, tarred and feathered Tories.  They also began to build storages of weapons
	sent more troops to control colonists



	Lexington and Concord—1775


	the British sent 800 soldiers to seize the Patriots arsenal in Concord.  
	Sons of Liberty warned colonists of the British and 70 minutemen met the British at Lexington and thus the Shot heard round the World.  They fought at Lexington and at Concord.  The Americans defeated the British who retreated back to Boston.


	Anger—sent more troops

	Second Continental Congress—1775


	All colonies sent representatives who voted to create the Declaration of Independence.  This Congress named George Washington as the commander of the Continental Army.
