Directions: For all three projects, create a chart like the rubric. Put all of your information on the chart. 

Choose one of the following projects to demonstrate the effect of balanced and unbalanced forces on an object.

Choose one of the projects listed below.  

Motion Poster: (½ poster board size) Divide the poster into 5 columns.  Label the columns going from left to right
 1) balanced forces, 2) unbalanced forces, 3) Newton’s 1st law, 4) Newton’s 2nd law, 5) Newton’s 3rd law.  Write the definition under each heading. Create a collage of pictures under each definition representing each heading. There must be a minimum of 5 pictures per column. Under the pictures there must be a brief description of how one of the pictures represents the heading. The pictures can be cut out of magazines, drawn by hand with color, or printed from the computer.  
Rap/Poem/Song- Divide a sheet of paper into 5 columns (typed is preferred).  Label the columns going from left to right
 1) balanced forces, 2) unbalanced forces, 3) Newton’s 1st law, 4) Newton’s 2nd law, 5) Newton’s 3rd law.  Write the definition under each heading. Create a rap or poem under each definition representing each title. Use science words like force, motion, inertia, mass, and acceleration. Do not use general words like it, stuff, things, etc. There must be a minimum of 5 lines per column explaining the definition and 4 lines giving real world examples. Hand-written papers must be in ink and easy to read.
Object that can move- Divide a sheet of paper into 5 columns (typed is preferred).  Label the columns going from left to right 1) balanced forces, 2) unbalanced forces, 3) Newton’s 1st law, 4) Newton’s 2nd law, 5) Newton’s 3rd law.  Write the definition under each heading. Create an object that will fit in a shoe box to demonstrate laws of motion. Write the description of the motion under each column of how your object will show the force/motion. Under the description give 4 other real world examples of the heading.  Hand-written papers must be in ink and easy to read.
Multimedia project- Divide a sheet of paper into 5 columns (typed is preferred).  Label the columns going from left to right 
1) balanced forces, 2) unbalanced forces, 3) Newton’s 1st law, 4) Newton’s 2nd law, 5) Newton’s 3rd law.  Write the definition under each heading. Write your plan to represent each in the columns and then write 4 real world examples of each.  Create a multimedia project such as power point, movie maker, create your own video, go animate, etc. The last slide should tell your sources of your information. (works cited)
