	Mechanical Energy
	Energy in motion-when something is moving it has mechanical energy
Def-The total energy of motion and position of an object

Ex.-Mechanical energy is usually converted to thermal energy and sound energy  

	Chemical energy 
	Def-The type of energy used to make a new substance when atoms are rearranged 
Ex-In a battery, chemical energy is converted to electrical energy


	Electrical Energy
	Def-Electrons move through a substance to produce electricity
Ex-Electrical energy is converted to other forms when you plug in an appliance 


	Sound  Energy
	When particles vibrate, they create sound energy
Sound energy is converted into electrical energy in a telephone

	Thermal Energy Radiation
	Occurs when particles moves through the air and you feel heat-like a bon fire
Thermal energy is converted to chemical energy when food is heated-like toasting marshmallows


	Thermal  Energy conduction
	Heat energy transferred by direct contact
Thermal energy is converted to chemical energy when something is burned


	Thermal Energy convection
	Heat transferred by movement in a liquid or a gas
Thermal energy is converted to mechanical energy when steam turns a turbine


	Light Energy
	Energy transferred through moving electrons which are electrically charged particles 
Light energy is converted into thermal energy when the particles vibrate faster and create heat

	Nuclear Energy
	Comes from changes in the nucleus of an atom
Nuclear energy is converted to electrical energy in power plants

	Law of conservation of energy
	Energy is only transferred from one form to another,
it cannot be created or destroyed
